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Animal health requirementsfor swineto be exported from Australia to Japan

The following requirements are applicable to Swine to be exported from Australia to Japan (hereinafter
referred to as "exporting animal").

These procedures are established on the basis that Foot-and-mouth disease, Rinderpest,African swine fever,
Vesicular stomatitis, Teschen disease, Vesicular exanthema, Pseudorabies and Hog cholera do not exist in
Australia.

1. Theexporting animals must be inspected for at least 7 days prior to shipment in the facilities designated
by the government agencies of Australia as to be safe from the view point of animal health and must keep
without coming in contact with any other animals during embarkation quarantine.

2. All equipments, containers and vehicles used for transportation of the exporting animals shal be
cleaned and disinfected with the disinfectants approved by the government agencies of Australia and the

exporting animals shall be transported without contact with any other animals.

3. Feed and litter for the exporting animals from the commencement of embarkation quarantine to the

arrival in Japan must be free from agents of the animal infectious diseases.

4. The government agencies of Australia shall issue the health certificate specifying that:

(1) The exporting animals have been given a careful clinical inspection during embarkation quarantine
and found to be completely healthy and free from any evidence of communicable disease, and the
above-mentioned clause 1, 2 and 3 are fulfilled.

(2) The exporting animals have been tested for the diseases mentioned in APPENDIX with negative
results, date and method of the test.

(3) The duration of the embarkation quarantine. The name and address of the embarkation quarantine
facilities.
(4) There has been no outbreak of Swine enzootic pneumonia, Atrophic rhinitis, Swine erysipelas and

Swine dysentery within 3 months preceding exportation date in the breeding farm or the keeping
premises, of the exporting animals.

(5) If the exporting animals vaccinated, the name of the vaccine and the date of the vaccination.

Swine

Disease Method of the test Duration of the test

Brucellosis Tube agglutination test less than 501U/ml |within 30 days prior to exportation date

Tuberculosis |Intradermal test 30-60 days prior to exportation date




ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTSFOR PIG TO BE EXPORTED TO JAPAN FROM AUSTRALIA

The pig to be exported to Japan from Australia, shall be subject to the following additional requirements:

1. Australia has been free from Hog cholera

2. inAustralia, vaccination against Hog cholerais prohibited.

3. The pigsto be exported from Australia has not any titer against Hog cholera of serum
neutoralization test.
